Finance Update to April 30, 2024

2024-2025 Major Capital Plan – Childcare
· Initial funding was done through new spaces fund, it has now moved to the MyCaps system where proposals were submitted

· Reviewed the attached Submission Summary

· Combining the Integration funding and this funding to create a “hub” at Alwin Holland Elementary School
· Chair Gilbert continues to express concern with the long-term implications with everything we’re adding.  Not saying there isn’t a need but looking at funding for students, it’s based on seats…not sure how this will look once funding ends (eg. Integration Funding is for three years).  Also, if the YMCA down the road did not want to operate the facilities, how would that look for our District
· Secretary-Treasurer – Annual Facilities Grant is not for childcare spaces.  Ministry is looking into other ways.  We have Integration funds that we will keep after the three year’s if not all spent.  
· Discussion around potential staffing issues down the road for the new childcare facilities
· Superintendent – the addition of childcare is a Ministry directive.  There is an advocacy piece around asking Ministry for clarity around what being the Ministry of Education “and Childcare” looks like as well as clarity around funding for the related costs around cleaning, maintenance, etc. of the additional childcare spaces.  Also of importance is advocacy around inclusion.
· Chair Gilbert is drafting a letter around these topics and will bring to the June board meeting for trustees to look at before sending out
